MIA: Morning Intervention Academy

What is MIA?

Morning Intervention Academy (MIA) is a program we are offering to assist students who are failing or at risk of
failing a class or classes as a result of missing or incomplete assignments. Teacher will assign students they
believe will benefit from additional time and support.

Guidelines:

®  MIA will be held in the cafeteria every morning from 7:30am-8:10am. If a student rides the bus, he/she must report within
5 minutes of arrival.

® Students will be assigned by teachers or administrators for two week periods. Parents may contact teachers regarding
placement in MIA

® Teachers will contact the parents prior to assigning the student.

® Attendance is mandatory.

Failure to attend will result in disciplinary consequences.

® School personnel will be present to supervise and assist students.

e No name papers will receive full credit.
e No Extra Credit will be offered.
Enrichment questions are permitted on assessments and will be limited to 5% of the total grade per
assessment.
e Late work will be accepted and must be turned in by the following deadlines:
1 week before progress reports
1 week before the end of the quarter
e “Last Chance” dates will be advertised and announced school-wide.
o Late work will receive full credit.
e Students may retake assessments except for Final Exams or EOCs within 2 weeks of assessment for full
credit.
